TRIUMPHAL PROCESSIONS IN EARLY BYZANTIUM. THE ROMAN LEGACY,
IDEOLOGICAL SIGNIFICANCE AND DEVELOPMENT OF RITUALS.

Triumphal processions were among the most prominent features of Byzantine public life
and ideology. Emperors used these celebrations to convey the idea of the invincibility of
Byzantium and the favor that God bestowed upon them. During the early Byzantine period,
victory celebrations were held based on Roman tradition. Gradually, new elements were
added, mainly related to the influence of Christianity in the empire and its establishment
as the main religious and social ideology. Also, several other elements of Byzantine public
life and ceremonial, such as acclamations addressed to the emperor, coronation rites,
religious processions and the Hippodrome games, were influenced by the ideology of
victory and triumph.

In the Roman Empire, the celebration of great military successes reinforced the Romans'
sense of power and invincibility, and victorious military leaders were accorded great honor.
Triumphs during the Republic were also associated with Roman religion. Gradually,
triumphs in the Roman state became a means of affirming the popularity of one or another
political figure. Changes in the state, associated with the concentration of power and wealth
in a few individuals, led to the transformation of triumphs into a propaganda tool through
which many prominent Romans wanted to increase their popularity and influence.

A more significant change in rituals occurred with the triumphs of Emperor Constantine

the Great (304—337). There was a tendency to organize more spectacles and games in the
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celebration of triumphs. The emperor attached great importance to these ceremonies, since
during his reign many triumphs were organized, even after not-so-significant victories.
Another important trend that existed during this period was the introduction of Christian
elements into victory celebrations. The first such records date from the time of the
emperors Constantius (337—361) and Theodosius I (379—395) and reflect the growing role
of Christianity.

There was also a growing tendency within Byzantine society to seek supernatural
protection from invasions and disasters and to seek supernatural help to defeat enemies.
However, Christian victory rituals were not yet strictly defined and were largely influenced
by the spontaneous reactions of the metropolitan population and the need of the moment.
Victory celebrations in the late 7th and early 8th centuries already had a distinctly religious
character. The Virgin Mary was transformed into a symbol that concentrated the hopes of
the Byzantines for supernatural protection and help against enemies. The ideology of
imperial invincibility was transformed and adapted to the idea that the Mother of God
grants victory.

There was no better way for the emperor to prove that he had justified these hopes than
by celebrating a triumph. Until the church became the place for proclaiming an emperor,
triumphal processions remained largely secular. However, they were interpreted in a
Christian context as proof of the power of the empire, God's favor upon it and, above all,
upon the emperor himself. In this way, the connection between coronation and triumph
was given a religious and ideological meaning.

Triumphal ceremonies in the empire were loaded with deep symbolic meaning, but at
the same time, they represented entertainment for the crowd. They were a celebration
through which not only the power of the empire was praised, but also the qualities of its
ruler. Triumphal processions in Byzantium were also one of the ways of communication
between the emperor and the people. In this way, these ceremonies outlined a peculiar and

impressive symbol of the empire and its culture, ideology and traditions.
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
